Pentecost 
 

In Judaism, Pentecost celebrates the giving of the Law.  Fifty 

days after the Hebrews left Egypt, in other words, fifty days after 

the first Passover, Moses received the Tables of the Law on Mt. 

Sinai....But from this new Pentecost, the covenant is made be-

tween God and his new people, the new Israel.  This new people 

is the Church, which receives the gift of the Spirit, not through 

the Law, but directly and without intermediaries, by the fire of 

Pentecost. 

On the day of Pentecost, in receiving the Holy Spirit like the 

apostles, we enter into union with the three divine Persons...For 

on this day the promise is fulfilled: we know the Father through 

the Son, and we receive the gift of the Holy Spirit, who dwells in 

us and who unites himself to us in order to show us the whole 

truth.

Pentecost may be compared to the Annunciation and the Church 

to the Virgin Mary.  On the day of the Annunciation the Word 

became flesh of the Holy Spirit (Jn 1:14; Mt 1:18).  The Virgin 

Mary conceived Jesus.  At Pentecost the same Holy Spirit de-

scended upon the believers in the form of tongues of fire.  The
