O Christ God, You showed Thomas your side from which gushed 

blood and water, symbols of Baptism. You invited him to touch 

the wound by which mankind was healed from its ancient deep 

wound. We ask You to strengthen our faith in Your Divinity and 

Humanity so that we may become witnesses to Your glorious 

Resurrection by our words, our deeds and our  way of life. 

For You are our Resurrection, O Christ, God, and to You we ren-

der glory and to Your Eternal Father and Your All-holy, Good 

and Life-giving Spirit, now and always and forever and ever.

What a wondrous mystery:  that grass can touch fire and not be 

consumed; for Thomas put his hand into the fire of the side of 

Jesus Christ our God, and he was not consumed in touching Him.  

He changed his doubt into the fervor of faith, and shouted from 

the depth of his heart, ñO Master who are risen from the dead, 

You are my God!  Glory to You!ò

John drew from it the depth of the theology of God; and Thomas 

was privileged to announce to us His saving plan, for he openly 

manifested the proof of the Resurrection when he said, ñMy Lord 

and my God, glory to You!ò

sun from the tomb on the third day, scattering the dark winter of 

our sins.

Having risen, You 

appeared to Your friends, giving them a  peace which surpasses 

all understanding.
